Monitoring of the Current Situation

Regarding Archaeological and Other Soil Works at the Archaeological Site - the

Ancient City of the Tauric Chersonesos.

Ukraine defines and registers the ancient city of Tauric Chersonesos as a
monument of archaeology, history, and architecture in accordance with the
Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine of September 3, 2009, no. 928 ‘On

the Inclusion of Cultural Heritage Objects of National Importance in the State

Register of Immovable Monuments of Ukraine’. The land area on which the
monument is located has cadastral no. 8536400000:02:003:0002.

For the first time, the documentation accounts for the monument were created
and registered by the government of the Ukrainian SSR in the second half of the 20th
century. In 1963, by the Resolution of the Council of Ministers of the Ukrainian SSR
no. 970 ‘On the regulation of the accounting and protection case of architectural
monuments on the territory of the Ukrainian SSR’, the site - hillfort of Tauric
Chersonesos - was included in the list of architectural monuments of the Ukrainian
SSR under the title ‘Ruins of the city of Chersonesos’, no. 308
(https://zakon.rada.gov.ua/laws/show/970-63-%D0%BF#Text). Two years later, in
1965, the Council of Ministers of the Ukrainian SSR, by its Resolution no. 711 of
July 21, 1965, ‘On Approval of the List of Monuments of Art, History and

Archaeology of the Ukrainian SSR’, included the ‘remains of the ancient city of
Tauric Chersonesos of the 5th century BC - 15th century AD’ in the list as an
archaeological monument (https://zakon.rada.gov.ua/cqi-
bin/laws/main.cgi?nreg=711-65-%EF#Text).

On June 23, 2013, at the 37th session of the UNESCO World Heritage
Committee held in Cambodia, Tauric Chersonesos and its chora were included in the
UNESCO World Heritage List (https://whc.unesco.org/en/list/1411/documents/).

Since February 28, 2014, the Institute of Archaeology has not issued any
qualification documents for archaeological and/or restoration work on the Tauric

Chersonesos archaeological site. No reports on archaeological research at this site
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have been submitted to the Committee of the Field Archaeology Control of the
Institute of Archaeology since 2014.

However, according to the information published in open sources (links and

documents are attached), the following can be stated.

Since the occupation of the Crimean peninsula by the Russian Federation, the
management of the World Heritage Site ‘The Ancient City of Tauric Chersonesos
and its Chora’ has been characterised by negative trends in both the scientific sector
and the functioning of the National Reserve ‘Tauric Chersonesos’, on the basis of
which the occupation authorities have created their own organisational structure. First
of all, the changes affected the highest administrative level of the museum, which has
had 4 directors over the ten years of occupation. While the first two directors were
appointed from among the reserve's staff, later on, natives of Russia, unrelated to
archaeology, were appointed to this position without knowledge of the specifics of
this monument and the peculiarities of its management and conservation. In parallel
with this process, the position of representatives of the Russian Orthodox Church in
the management of the reserve was strengthened. One of the manifestations of the
Russian church's influence was an attempt in 2015 to appoint ROC archpriest Sergei
Khalyuta as the reserve's director, which failed due to public opposition. Then
Svetlana Melnikova (ICOM member), who headed the Vladimir-Suzdal Museum-
Reserve, was appointed as director. Against the background of changes in
administration, there was also a noticeable reduction in the staff of Chersonesos
researchers who had been involved in the research and conservation of the site for
decades. As a result, scholars from the museum were forced to resign, and currently
there are no leading experts in classical and medieval archaeology of the Crimea
among the museum's staff. As a result of the great importance attached by the
Russian occupation authorities to Tauric Chersonesos in the propaganda and
ideological sphere (in particular, as a centre of Christianisation of modern Russia,
which does not correspond to historical reality), a decrease in the research component
on the territory of the former reserve and a further increase in the role of

representatives of the Russian Orthodox Church hierarchy are recorded.  After the



occupation, the Russian authorities, without recognising the jurisdiction of the Hague
Convention for the Protection of Cultural Property in time of armed conflict and the
1970 Convention on the Means of Prohibiting and Preventing the Illicit Import,
Export and Transfer of Ownership of Cultural Property, immediately applied the
mechanisms of their own legislation to Tauric Chersonesos. The entire history of the
creation of a system for the protection and use of this monument was discarded.
Instead, expert work was carried out to create a new passport for the cultural heritage
monument, based on the model of the Russian Federation. Since the Russian
Federation had never taken this site under protection and had never created any
records for it, they had to use manipulation - they conducted archaeological research
at the site and concluded that it had been discovered. Subsequently, on the basis of
this conclusion, a passport of the monument was created and a state examination was
carried out. This imitation of archaeological research is simultaneously an attempt to
legalise the activities of the occupiers' representatives and to focus on Russian
researchers of Chersonesos and to obscure the work of more than half a century of

modern scientific Ukrainian and international archaeological expeditions.

At the same time, shortly after the occupation of the Crimea, the invading
authorities began to organise their own archaeological expeditions on the territory of
the National Preserve of the Tauric Chersonesos. In particular, such an expedition
was the expedition of the State Hermitage Museum on the territory of the city itself,
namely, the XX quarter, led by Novoselova N.Yu. (Hoocénona 2018; 2019; 2021).
The work of the expedition was unjustifiably large-scale in relation to the monument:
in 2016, about 150 sq. m. were excavated to a depth of more than 4 m through four
construction periods (late 4th century BC, second half of the 2nd century BC, Roman,
and medieval periods) (HoBocénosa 2018, c. 249); in 2017, more than 4 m were
excavated on an area of 26 sq m and on an area of 71 sq m to a depth of 0.8 m
(HoBocénora 2019, c. 276); in 2019, the area of work was 125 sq m to a depth of 0.6
m (Hosocénosa 2021, c. 291-292). Given that the masonries of Chersonesos, in
particular of the medieval period, immediately after discovery require a synchronous
conservation programme, which was not carried out by the expedition and was not

submitted to any supervisory organisation for approval, the damage caused by the



work of the State Hermitage Museum's ‘expedition’ to the ancient monument requires
detailed monitoring. The absence of a funded programme for the conservation of
exposed architectural remains and conservation specialists has put this part of
Chersonesos (quarter XX) at risk of destruction. This is exacerbated by the fact that
according to information obtained during research in the 1930s-80s, the bulk of the
architectural remains of the quarter XX belong to the medieval period of
Chersonesos, including its final part in the 12-14th centuries AD (3amechbka,
Kanammuuk 1992). During this period, the city's buildings were constructed of local
stone and architectural remains of previous eras, laid on an earthen solution, which,
after opening, was actively blown away by the wind and washed away by
precipitation. That is why the study of such structures requires simultaneous
conservation work with a specially selected solution in terms of chemical
composition and colour to prevent the destruction of the preserved architectural parts
of the structures. Such works, as well as excavations, are regulated by the Institute of

Archaeology by issuing a qualification document.

The destructive works of Russian "researchers” on the so-called "Southern
Suburbs of Chersonesos”, and in fact - the part of the ancient city located in front of
the main line of defensive structures, became unprecedented in scale. According to
the participants and executors of these "researches” themselves, during 2021-2022
"the general area of archaeological researches was 80,215 square meters, of which
79,795 sqg. m. “fully excavated”, on which, according to the representatives of the
occupation "science”, more than 1000 objects of different eras were discovered
(Solov'eva, Solov'ev, Myts 2022, p. 161). For comparison: in 2013, Tauric
Chersonesos was one of the most studied ancient cities: over 180 years of
archaeological excavations, according to scientists' calculations, about 40 percent of
the area (about 16 hectares) was studied here. The area investigated during 2021-
2022 at the site of the so-called archaeological park was more than 8 hectares. In two
years, the occupiers dug up half of the area of two hundred years of research. The
work was carried out at the beginning with heavy earthmoving equipment, as a result
of which a large part of the cultural layer and some objects were destroyed. After

that, the diggers used the excavation method, which is used during the research of



ancient settlements without stone architectural remains, aimed at the complete
leveling of the monument without the intention of its further exposure, and which is
not adequate during the research of ancient sites (squares 5x5, etc.). Accordingly,
after the discovery of the indicated huge area of part of the ancient Chersonesos, there
was no talk of conservation and restoration work. The speed of "research™ was
inspired, among other things, by the desire of the occupation authorities, up to the
President of the Russian Federation V. Putin himself, under whose personal
patronage all the works were carried out, to build the New Chersonesos structure on
the area opened by these works, which is given great propaganda and advertising
significance (Kravchenko, 2024 ). The task of preserving the remains of Chersonesos

was not set.

After the mentioned works, in the immediate vicinity of Chersonesos, the so-
called reconnaissance works were carried out with arbitrary mining in the selected
area, as a result of which part of the cultural layer of the city was destroyed
(Toporivskaya, Vakhoneev 2023). It is likely that the latter were carried out with the

aim of obtaining finds of metal with the help of a metal detector.

It is also worth noting that the location of the finds from the excavations of the
construction site and the so-called archaeological park of New Chersonesos, as well
as from the excavations in the central part of Chersonesos, is unknown. In
Chersonesos, according to visual observations of visitors, there is ceramic material
that has not been analyzed, which is stored in thousands of bags for construction
waste in the open air. The fate of individual finds, architectural details,
anthropological remains, archaeozoological, paleobotanical, etc. material from these

excavations is currently unknown.

Non-recognition, creating the illusion of a lack of accounting documentation
for the site by the occupation administration led to the manipulation of the history of
the research of the Tauric Chersonesos. A document was created in which it is stated
that the researcher Lyudmila Kovalevska conducted research in the territory at the
address of the city of Sevastopol, st. Drevnya,1 and discovered a previously unknown

archeological site - the settlement of Tauric Chersonesos (see appendix 1). With such



a scheme of creation of accounting documentation, which is currently used by the
occupiers in relation to Chersonesos, otherwise the process of taking the object of
cultural heritage into account cannot take place. The documentation of both
Chersonesos as a whole, which was created in the 1960s and 2000s, and of objects, as
well as the UNESCO nomination file, are not mentioned in any accounting document
by the occupation authorities. With such a site protect system, which currently
operates in the Russian Federation, further manipulations with the territory of the
sitet, its borders, and protection restriction were very easy to use. The next steps were

the creation of a number of expert review (see annexes 1-3).

Acts of examinations, which are freely available today, testify to their formal
and imitative nature. In favor of this, the fact that the conclusions of such
examinations almost always have a positive character for their customers and do not
include real proposals to limit and prohibit any activity not related to the preservation
of the site can be indicated in favor of this. In particular, this refers to "scientific
examinations™ regarding the possibility of holding an "opera and ballet festival” on
the territory of Chersonesos, which, among other things, involved the construction of
a stage complex in "immediate proximity to the objects of cultural heritage
"Primorskaya oboronitelnaya line with towers and gates™" and "Tower XXII ". So, in
2023, the structure of the stage complex had dimensions of 44.7x84.5 m (3777 m2),
height - 17.5 m. It had 1471 seats. The total weight of this structure (with spectators)
was from 320 tons (see Appendix 1). The construction of the planned complex
disrupts the appearance of the monument and may physically cause the destruction of
the cultural layer and ancient structures of the Tauric Chersonesos; sliding of large
masses of soil cover/cultural layer as a result of the significant mass of the planned
"concert hall" and the movement of heavy equipment; compaction of the soil in the
places of installation of racks-columns (in total - 18 pcs.) increases the risk of soil
erosion. The establishment of temporary forms leads to the distortion of the historical
landscape of the ancient city. Special studies on the possible impact of such
temporary structures by the occupiers were not conducted - only a visual inspection
of the site was carried out after their dismantling. Such actions indicate improper
handling of the World Cultural Heritage site.



In addition to these systemic violations in the use of the landmark of world
importance, a number of less global, but no less destructive transformations took
place in Chersonesos. This concerns improvement measures - the construction of
large observation decks that distorted the authentic appearance of the site, the laying
of pedestrian paths with wooden flooring, which are in no way compatible with the
traditions of the road surface in Chersonesos, where stone or sea pebbles have always
been used, the construction of a new entrance group near the tower of Zenonos, etc.

There are no publicly available expert opinions on the conduct of these works.

Further measures of the so-called beautification already affected the active
Volodymyr Cathedral. It was the implementation of a complex of works on the
arrangement of communications and the territory around St. Volodymyr's Cathedral,
which led to the loss of part of the exposition area, violation of integral
archaeological complexes by digging trenches. In the future, this will lead to the
destruction of preserved and covered with a special soil mixture drawings on the
walls of a small cistern, which is located near the St. Volodymyr Cathedral. This
beautification continues until now, and in the future it is predicted that it will be
uncontrolled throughout the entire territory of the Kherson settlement (see appendices
1-3).

Conclusions:

Thus, the activity on the territory of the landmark of world importance
"Ancient city of the Tauric Chersonesus and its chora™, which has been carried out by
the occupation regime since 2014, has so far led to the destruction of the most
promising in terms of science and exhibition sites of the landmark - the city of
Chersonesos on the area of 80,215 sg. m., damage by non-target use (opera and ballet
theater) of the area of up to 4 thousand square meters of the attraction, negative

impact from improvement measures of the rest of the territory of the site.

Finds from the mentioned archaeological works were not deposited in the
museum fund of Ukraine, their current location is unknown. Reporting and
accounting documentation on archaeological research, restoration and conservation

works carried out on the territory of Tauric Chersonesos since the spring of 2014



until now have not been sent to the Institute of Archaeology of the National Academy

of Sciences of Ukraine?.
Recommendations:

It is extremely important now not just to inform the world about the violations
in Chersonesos committed by the occupation authorities, but also to initiate changes
in the monitoring procedures carried out by UNESCO, to modernize the system of
monitoring the condition and use of the cultural heritage sites at both the international
and national levels. After all, modern capabilities of high-tech methods allow remote
monitoring, evidence in the form of photos and videos can be accepted in
international courts. Also, the procedure for adjusting the monitoring process is

overdue and updated.

It is also relevant to draw up a list of persons and organizations that took part in
destructive actions in relation to the Tauric Chersonesos as a World Heritage Site
with subsequent sanctions against them, the formation of a new code of ethics in the

professionals pole of archaeologists, conservators, other scientists and experts.

It is also relevant to path the WHS of "The Ancient City of the Tauric

Chersonesos and its chora" to the list of danger.
